This agreement is between Owner/Agent and each named Resident, individually and severally. The named Resident(s) is/are jointly and severally responsible for performance of all obligations under this Agreement including the payment of rent.

Premises: Resident(s) rent from owner those premises known and referred to as 4121 Dale Road, Apt. Num. 61

Modesto, CA 95356, for use and occupancy as a residence for all persons listed in Paragraph 9 of this Agreement.  No other person may occupy the premises without the written consent of Owner/Agent obtained in advance.  Resident is granted the right for Resident and Resident’s invitees to use the roadways and walkways of the premises for access to and from the apartment and to use the common area recreational facilities and central services subject to this Agreement and the apartment rules, which rules may limit use by non-residents.
2. Rent:  Resident(s) shall pay Owner/Agent rent in the amount of $1869.00(Total will be $2013.00 for $1869.00 Rent+$60.00 WST+$20.00 Gas+$4.00 Utility Admin Fee+$60.00 Pet Fee) per month in advance on or before the first day of the month as follows:   [x] Personal Check [x] Cashier’s or Certified Check [x] Money Order [x] Online Payment

Rent Proration for remainder of Current Month:  Resident shall pay Owner/Agent prorated rent in the amount of $186.90 for the period from 06/28/2025 to 06/30/2025.

Total move-in costs consists of prorated rent, pet fee, short-term fees, water, sewer and garbage and any remaining deposit due as shown on Move-in Reservation Form.


Late Payment:  If rent is paid after the 3rd day of the month, additional rent in the amount of $25.00 will be assessed.  Additional rent of $5.00 per day will continue to accrue until all rent is paid in full, up to a maximum of $50.00 in a calendar month.  Rent payments will be applied as follows: (1) to previous months late charges and/or insufficient fund fees (2) to previous months rent (3) to current months late charges and/or insufficient fund fees (4) to current months’ rent and/or legal (eviction fees).  Late charges do not establish a grace period.

Returned Payments:  If Resident passes a payment on insufficient funds (NSF), Resident will be liable to Owner/Agent for the amount of the payment and a service fee of $25.00 for the first NSF payment received and $35.00 for the second NSF payment.  After two such payments have been passed, neither personal check nor online payments will be accepted.  If any payment for rent is returned to Owner/Agent for insufficient funds or other reason late charges will accrue until rent is paid in full by Resident. 
Unpaid Balances:  If rent is not paid by the third, Resident will receive a 3-Day Notice to Pay or Quit as specified by the State of California.  If the apartment is not vacant or rent remains unpaid, a Writ of Eviction Suit will be filed.

[X]   Lease Term: The term of this agreement is for 12 Months the period beginning on 06/28/2025 and ending on 06/27/2026 at which time this agreement will automatically convert to a month-to-month rental agreement until a new agreement has been signed by all parties. (Once this agreement has converted to a month-to-month agreement, it may be terminated by either party with 30 days written notice, except that if resident has resided in the apartment for a period greater than 12 months, Owner/Agent will provide 60 days notice.)

[ ]   Month-to-Month Agreement:  The term of this agreement will commence on 06/28/2026 and will continue on a month-to-month basis  until terminated after either party gives 30 days’ written notice to the other party.

Notice of Termination:  If resident wishes to vacate the premises at the end of the lease term, written notice of this intent must be given at least 30 days prior to the termination of the original lease term.  Resident and/or Owner/Agent must give a written 30 day notice, and may do so at any time to terminate a month-to-month agreement, except that if Resident has resided in the apartment for greater than 12 months, Owner/Agent will provide 60 days notice.  Resident shall also notify Owner/Agent in writing of the address to which any refunds from deposits are to be sent.  Owner shall give a similar notice to Resident if Owner wishes to terminate this rental agreement for reasons other than Resident’s default.  Resident is legally responsible for the full payment of all rent and all other charges specified in this document and its addenda throughout the entire lease term.  If multiple Residents occupy the premises no deposit amount will be refunded until the last Resident has vacated the premises. 
5.   Mandated Walk-Through Process:  Resident is herewith notified that he/she has the option to request an initial inspection of the 
      apartment prior to the move-out date and that resident has the option to be present during that inspection.
6.
Lease Breakage:  A strict No Lease Break Policy is in place.  Resident acknowledges that the breaking of this lease by the Resident hereunder may cause Owner/Agent to incur costs and expenses, the exact amount of such costs being extremely difficult and impractical to fix.  Such costs may include, but are not limited to, processing and accounting expenses, re-letting expenses, changing locks, and advertising expenses that may be incurred by Owner/Agent.  Therefore, if Resident breaks this lease, Resident shall pay to Owner/Agent an additional sum of $600.00 as a lease break fee and will also be required to pay back any concession received at move in.  The Parties agree that this fee represents a fair and reasonable estimate of the costs that Owner/Agent may incur by reason of Resident’s not performing fully under the lease.  Acceptance of this fee represents a fair and reasonable estimate of the costs that Owner/Agent may incur by reason of Resident’s failure to perform.  Acceptance of any such fee shall not constitute a waiver of Resident’s default with respect to the past due amount, or prevent Owner/Agent from exercising any other rights and remedies under this Agreement, and as provided by law.  These charges will not release Resident from the obligation to pay rent until the apartment is re-rented or up to one month’s rent, whichever comes first.  In the event that rent and lease break fees and/or a refund of any concession received at move in are not paid to the Owner/Agent, all leaseholders will be reported to the credit bureau, and/or may be taken to small claims court and/or turned over to a collection agency.

Resident’s Breach:  In the event that Resident fails to pay any part of the rent on the date due or any other sum required to be paid, or breaches any other covenant or condition of this Lease Agreement, Owner/Agent shall have the right to terminate this Lease Agreement.  No termination of this Lease Agreement shall occur unless Owner/Agent declares such termination in writing to Resident.  If legal action is commenced by Owner/Agent for unlawful detainer, to recover any sums due under this Lease Agreement, or for the breach by Resident of any covenant or condition of this Lease Agreement, then Resident agrees to pay Court costs and reasonable attorney’s fees incurred in such action.  

8.
Keys/Lockouts: Owner/Agent has issued the following keys to Resident(s) 2 front door keys, 1 mail key and 1 pool/laundry key.   A fee of $10.00 will be charged for each lost front door key, mail key, laundry card and $25.00 for each lost laundry room and/or pool key.  Resident has no right to change the locks without Owner/Agent’s written permission.  If locks are changed Owner/Agent has the right to make a key at Resident’s expense.   For safety purposes Owner/Agent is entitled to have a key for every door lock for the premises.  


If Resident is locked out of the premises during normal business hours Owner/Agent will open the door for Resident without charge, only after verifying identification and file information.  After business hours a $75.00 lockout fee will be charged. Between the hours of midnight and 6:00 am, please contact a locksmith, Resident will be responsible for all locksmith charges.

Use/Occupancy: The premises are to be used only as a private resident for 2 Adults and 0 children, ages N/A, and for no other purpose without prior written consent of Owner/Agent.  Occupancy by guests staying more than three days without the written consent of Owner/Agent shall be considered a breach of the terms of the section titled “Assignment/Subletting” paragraph 15 of this Agreement, and in such event, Owner/Agent shall have the right to terminate this Agreement. Resident is to use and to require guests to use the premises and all common areas in accordance with Owner’s Rules and Regulations, a copy of which is attached as an addendum to this Agreement.  Resident further agrees that neither he nor his guests will bring on said premises any pets, piano, waterbed, or electrical musical instrument without the prior written consent of Owner/Agent.  Resident shall be entitled to quiet enjoyment of the premises and shall not annoy, harass, endanger or inconvenience any other Resident of the building or complex, nor create a nuisance nor commit any act which may disturb the quiet enjoyment of any other Resident.  Residents are at all times responsible for the conduct of their guests, invitees or licensees while on the premises or in and about the buildings.  Violation by Resident of any of these covenants or any applicable ordinance or statute shall be deemed sufficient cause for termination of this tenancy by Owner/Agent.
11.
Performance, Damage and Cleaning Deposit: The Owner requires the Resident to pay the sum of $500.00 as a performance, damage and cleaning deposit.  Resident shall not use this deposit to pay any months rent.  Owner may withhold from the performance, damage and cleaning deposit such amounts as are necessary to remedy Resident defaults including, but not limited to the following; 



(a)
defaults in the payment of rent,



(b) 
to repair damages to the premises caused by Resident, exclusive of ordinary wear and tear, and/or


(c) 
to clean the premises, if necessary, upon termination of the tenancy in order to return the unit to the same level of cleanliness it was in at the inception of the tenancy, and/or


(d) 
to restore, replace, or return personal property or appurtenances, exclusive of ordinary wear and tear.

If a Pet addendum is in place, any and all pet deposits will be applied as stated above as though they are a portion of the performance, damage and cleaning deposit.  
12.  Pets:  No pets shall be brought onto the premises without Owner/Agent’s prior written consent.  A pet addendum must be completed 


for each and every authorized pet.  If Resident brings any pet into the premises without completing a pet addendum, this act will be 

considered a breach of the Lease and failure to correct said breach will be grounds for termination of this Agreement.   The pet addendum 


will specify an additional deposit and pet fee for each pet.  Any pet deposit shall be an additional performance, damage and cleaning 

deposit.  Noisy pets, pets that damage the premises or apartment buildings or grounds and animals that cause a nuisance in the sole 

judgment of Owner/Agent shall be immediately removed from the premises by Resident upon demand of Owner/Agent.  (See paragraph 

33 “Addenda” referencing this and other addenda).

13.
Conduct of Resident(s):  Resident agrees to obey all apartment property rules and polices and hereby acknowledges receipt of a copy of the same dated 06/28/2025 See paragraph 33 “Addenda” referencing this and other addenda).  Any amendment to the apartment rules and policies shall be effective 30 days after posting in any central area of the apartment community or delivery to the premises rented by Resident.  However, any apartment rule or policy concerning safety or the safety or use of recreational facilities shall be effective immediately without notice.  Resident shall not permit the premises or any common area to become unclean or disorderly; shall not annoy, harass, endanger, or inconvenience any other resident; and shall not commit waste, create a nuisance, or conduct any activity on the premises or anywhere in the apartment building that is in violation of any ordinance, statute or regulation of any governmental agency having jurisdiction or permit such acts to occur.

14. Utilities:  Resident agrees to pay for all utilities and any related deposits required for the full term of this Agreement.  These utilities include gas, electricity, cable television, telephone and any internet connections.  In addition Resident will also be billed a prorated share of charges for water, sewer, storm drainage and garbage disposal; in the amount of 60.00 WST+$20.00 Gas+$4.00 Utility Admin Fee.  The resident will be billed a flat rate of $20.00 for gas and an administration fee of $4.00 monthly. This amount will be billed in addition to the rent.   
15. 
Assignment and/or Subletting:  No portion of the premises shall be sublet nor this agreement assigned.  Any 
attempted subletting or assignment by Resident shall, at the election of Owner/Agent, be an irremediable breach of this agreement and cause for immediate termination as provided herein and by law.

16.
Condition of Premises:  Resident has inspected the premises, furnishings and equipment including all appliances supplied therewith and has found the same to be in good order and repair and in clean and sanitary condition.  All plumbing, heating and electrical systems are operative and deemed satisfactory.  Resident agrees as part of the consideration for this rental, to maintain the premises in the same condition throughout the term of this Agreement.  Upon vacating said premises Resident agrees to return the same to Owner/Agent in the same condition of repair and cleanliness as when received, reasonable wear and tear accepted.  

17.
Cleanliness and Orderliness:  Resident shall maintain the leased premises in a clean and neat condition and shall at all times comply with all applicable state and local sanitary laws, codes and ordinances.  All trash, garbage and other debris shall be placed in dumpsters or receptacles provided by Owner/Agent.  Removal of, recycling or sorting of previously discarded items from trash receptacles and enclosures is a violation of this Agreement.  No receptacles, vehicles, baby carriages, shopping carts, bicycles, or other articles or obstructions shall be placed in the entry areas or other common areas or passageways.  Owner/Agent provides draperies or blinds for each patio door and window within the premises. Resident shall not alter, replace or supplement window coverings without prior written consent of Owner/Agent. 
18.
Maintenance and Repair:  Resident shall make no alterations or undertake any redecorating without prior written consent from Owner/Agent.  No screws, nails, or other material shall be embedded or attached to the walls of the premises, except that pictures may be hung with small nails.  No nails will be put into any doors or cabinetry.  Resident shall not install automatic washers or dryers, dishwashers, air conditioners or aerials or like equipment without the written consent of Owner/Agent. 


Owner shall make or cause to be made and shall pay for: (1) all structural and mechanical repairs provided the need for such repairs is promptly reported by Resident to Owner and provided further that such repairs are not caused by or contributed to by the fault of Resident, his guests, friends, agents, or employees in which case said repairs shall be made by Owner at Resident’s expense; and (2) all repairs required by ordinary wear and tear. Resident shall be responsible for all abnormal wear and tear, which shall specifically include, but not be limited to burns, stains, holes or tears of any size or kind, in carpets, draperies, window coverings, walls, doors and cabinetry caused during the course of Resident’s occupancy or control.  Resident shall not permit any person in or about the premises with 
Residents permission to damage, deface or remove any part of the structure of the premises or the facilities, equipment or appurtenances thereto nor personally do such things. Resident shall be responsible for all expenses in connection with any repairs caused by Resident’s failure to comply with the foregoing conditions.  Resident shall properly maintain, use and operate all appliances and electrical, gas and plumbing fixtures. 

Resident may not make any alteration to cable or telephone inside wiring (such as may occur when changing telecommunications providers or adding phone lines) without prior written consent of the Owner/Agent. The notice shall include the name, address, and telephone number of any new telecommunication provider. Resident agrees to pay all costs resulting from the alteration and agrees to pay to the Owner/Agent any costs associated with restoring the inside wiring to the condition at the time of move-in, except for reasonable 
wear and tear.

19. Liability and Insurance:  Resident shall hold Owner (and Owner’s agent, if any) harmless and free from liability and claims of loss or damage to property, and injury or death to persons caused by the acts or negligence of Resident or his invitees; or occurring on the premises, unless caused by the acts of the Owner/Agent.  Resident assumes sole responsibility for any and all property of Resident or third persons under Resident’s control placed, stored or located on the premises or elsewhere in or around the premises. 


Resident’s property is not insured by Owner.  Resident is not a co-insured and is expressly excluded from any insurance policy held by Owner or Owner’s agent which is now in effect or becomes effective during the term of this Agreement.  Owner will not insure Resident against any personal injury or property damage including that caused by an act or omission of any other Resident or third party, or by any criminal activity, or any other cause whatsoever.  Resident is responsible for procuring his/her own insurance.

20.
Destruction:  If there is a partial destruction of the premises or of the building in which the premises are located, from fire, casualty, or other cause, Owner shall promptly repair the same, provided such repairs can be made within 30 days under the law and regulations of proper governmental authorities; and provided further, that the cause or casualty is covered by Owner’s then existing fire and extended overage insurance policies.  Such partial destruction shall in no way void this Agreement, except that Resident shall be entitled to a proportionate deduction of rent while such repairs are being made, based on the extent to which the damage to the premises or the building and the making of repairs shall interfere with the normal use and occupancy of the premises by Resident.  If such repairs cannot be made within 30 days, or cannot be made under the then applicable laws and regulations, or are not covered by Owner’s insurance policies, then this Agreement may be terminated by either party.  It is understood that Owner’s existing fire and extended insurance policies do not cover losses to Resident’s personal belongings.  Additional insurance for any personal property is Resident’s own responsibility.

21.
Condemnation:  If any part of the premises, or the building in which the premises are located, shall be taken or condemned for a public or quasi-public use, then this Agreement shall terminate as of the date title shall vest in the condemner.  All compensation awarded upon such condemnation or taking shall go to Owner, and Resident shall have no claim thereto and Resident hereby irrevocably assigns and transfers to Owner any right to compensation or damages to which Resident may become entitled during the term hereof by reason of such condemnation or taking.

22.
Abandonment:  The premises shall be deemed abandoned by Resident if, after a failure by Resident to pay an installment of rent pursuant to the “Rent” paragraph 2 hereof, or any portion thereof, for any rental month, Resident has been absent from the premises for a period of 14 consecutive days, and Resident has neither contacted Owner/Agent in person nor cured said rent default. Upon abandonment of the premises Owner/Agent may enter and may terminate this Lease Agreement.


If Owner’s right of reentry is exercised following abandonment of the premises or after the terms of this Lease Agreement also have been abandoned, in which case, Owner/Agent may dispose of all such property without obvious and substantial value and may store the remainder at Resident’s expense, or if that cannot be done, without cost to Owner/Agent, dispose of such property in any manner Owner/Agent considers proper, including sale, and shall be without liability for so doing.  Resident shall be liable to Owner/Agent for any costs incurred in the hauling, storage and disposal of any property abandoned whether such work was done by Owner or by a third party.

23.
Parking:  Without the prior written consent of Owner/Agent, parking spaces or stalls in the premises, whether assigned or unassigned, shall be used only for the parking of passenger automobiles, motorcycles or noncommercial light utility vehicles used for the personal transportation of Resident.  Other trucks, trailers, recreational vehicles or boats and disabled vehicles, vehicles without current license plates and/or current registration or vehicles in a poor state of repair shall not be parked on the premises.  Any such vehicle whose ownership is unknown, or which is not moved on demand may be towed away and stored at its owner’s expense.  Vehicles improperly parked, parked on lawns, in fire lanes, in designated reserved areas, or obstructing a driveway will be towed.  Motorcycles must be parked in designated parking areas.  Under no circumstances may they be parked in dwellings, on patios or sidewalks.  Under no circumstances will Management allow a vehicle that is solely used for storage purposes to be parked on the premises.


No Automobile Repair:  Resident may not repair automobiles, motorcycles, other motor vehicles, or any other heavy machinery anywhere in the parking area, under the carport or in a garage or on the driveway or any other portion of the property.

Entry by Owner:  California law allows Owner/Agent or his/her employee(s) to enter the premises for certain purposes during normal business hours.  The Owner/Agent will provide written notice to the Resident prior to the entry of the dwelling unit whenever required by state law.  (Civil Code Section 1954.)  Resident’s non-compliance with Owner/Agent’s lawful request for entry is a material breach of this Agreement that may be cause for immediate termination as provided herein and by law.  Resident shall not add or change any locks or add security devices on the premises without Owner/Agent’s prior written consent, and must, in the event of such change forthwith provide to Owner/Agent a key or keys, see paragraph 8 for more details.  

25.
Subordination to Encumbrances:  This Lease Agreement shall be subordinated to any voluntary lien or encumbrance placed by the Owner on the property of which the premises form a part and Resident agrees to execute any documents necessary to effectuate this section.

26.
Waiver:  The waiver by Owner of any breach by Resident of any term, covenant or condition in this Lease Agreement shall not be deemed to be a waiver of such term, covenant or condition or any subsequent breach of the same or of any other term, covenant or condition.  The acceptance of rent by Owner subsequent to any such breach by Resident shall not be deemed to be a waiver of any such preceding breach, other than the failure of Resident to pay the particular rent so accepted, regardless of Owner’s knowledge of such preceding beach at the time of acceptance of such rent.
27.
Inures:  The terms, covenants and conditions contained in this Lease Agreement shall inure to the benefit of and shall be binding upon the heirs, successors, executors, administrators, and assigns of all the parties hereto who are jointly and severally liable on this Lease Agreement.

28.
Severability:  If any provision, or part thereof, shall be declared invalid, said invalidity shall not affect the balance of such provision, or any other provision hereof.

29.
Jury Waiver:  Owner/Agent and Resident hereby waive their respective right to trial by jury of any cause of action, claim, counterclaim or cross-complaint in any action, proceeding and/or hearing brought by either Owner/Agent against Resident or Resident against Owner/Agent on any matter whatsoever arising out of, or in any way connected with this lease, the relationship of Owner/Agent and Resident, Resident’s use or occupancy of the premises, or any claim of injury or damage, or the enforcement of any remedy under any law, statute, or regulation, emergency or otherwise, now or hereafter in effect.  Resident(s) Initials: _______/_______, Owner/Agent Initials: _______

Notices:  All notices to be given to Resident may be delivered personally or by depositing the same in the United States mail, postage prepaid and addressed to Resident at the premises, whether or not Resident has departed from, abandoned or vacated the premises. The person(s) or entity identified as “Property Manager/Agent” on the last page of this Agreement is authorized to manage the premises and is also authorized to act on behalf of Owner for the purpose of accepting service of process and receiving and receipting for notices given pursuant to this Agreement.

Time of the Essence:  Time is of the essence of this Agreement, and each provision here in contained.  Words used in the singular shall include the plural where the context requires.  All rights, powers, options 
and remedies given or granted to Owner by this Agreement, or by law, are cumulative and no one of them is exclusive of the other.

Megan’s Law Notice:  The California Department of Justice, sheriff’s departments, police departments serving jurisdictions of 200,000 or more and many other local law enforcement authorities maintain for public access a data base of the locations of persons required to register pursuant to paragraph (1) of subdivision (a) of Section 290.4 of the Penal Code.  The data base is updated on a quarterly basis and a source of information about the presence of these individuals in any neighborhood. Pools and Spas are available for resident(s) use between the hours of 6:00 am and 11:00 pm, unless otherwise posted.

2.
The evening hours from 8:00 pm to 11:00 pm are reserved as QUIET TIME.  Please be considerate of your neighbors.  If you are making excessive noise, you will be asked to leave.

3.
The Pool Area will be closed on Mondays until 5:00 pm for cleaning and repairs.  If Monday is a holiday the pool will be closed on Tuesday.

The Lease Agreement provides that without Owner/Agent’s prior written consent, no pets shall be allowed in or about the premises.

2.
The only pets acceptable at this property include dogs at maturity (breed specific), cats, fish in water tanks 50 gallons or smaller and birds kept in a cage. Under the rules of Federal Communications Commission (FCC), Resident has a right to install a satellite dish and/or receiving antenna within the leased premises.  Owner/Agent is allowed to impose reasonable restrictions relating to the installation and maintenance of the satellite dish and receiving antenna.  Resident is required to comply with these restrictions as a condition of installing such equipment.  This addendum contains the restrictions Resident agrees to follow:

1.
Number and Size:  Resident may install only one satellite dish or antenna within the premises that are leased to resident for Resident’s exclusive use. Owner/Agent is not required to provide alternate locations if allowable locations are not suitable.

Safety and non-interference:  Resident’s installation: (1) must comply with reasonable safety standards; (2) may not interfere with Owner/Agent’s cable, telephone or electrical systems or those of neighboring properties; (3) may not be connected to Owner/Agent’s telecommunication systems; and (4) may not be connected to Owner/Agent’s electrical system except by plugging into a 110-volt duplex receptacle.  If the satellite dish or antenna is placed in a permitted outside area, it must be safely secured by one of three methods: (1) securely attaching to a portable, heavy object, (2) clamping it to a part of the building’s exterior that lies within Resident’s leased premises (such as a balcony or patio railing) or (3) any other method approved by Owner/Agent.  No other methods are allowed.  Owner/Agent may require that Resident block the satellite dish or antenna with plants, etc., so long as it does not impair Resident’s reception.

4.
Signal transmission from exterior dish or antenna to interior dwelling:  Resident may not damage or alter the leased premises and may not drill holes through outside walls, door jams, window sills, etc.  If Resident’s satellite dish or antenna is installed outside Resident’s living area (on a balcony or patio of which Resident has exclusive use under lease), signals received by Resident’s satellite dish or antenna may be transmitted to the interior of Resident’s dwelling only by: (1) running a “flat” cable under a door jam or window sill in a manner that does not physically alter the premises and does not interfere with proper operation of the door or window; (2) running a traditional or flat cable through a pre-existing hole in the wall (that will not need to be enlarged to accommodate the cable); or (3) any other method approved by Owner/Agent.

Workmanship:  For safety purposes, Resident must obtain Owner/Agent’s approval of (1) strength and type of materials to be used for installation and (2) the person or company who will perform the installation. What is mold?

Mold is a simple, microscopic organism, found virtually everywhere, indoors and outdoors.  Mold spores are very tiny and lightweight, and this allows them to travel through the air.  Mold growths can often be seen in the form of discoloration, ranging from white to orange and from green to brown to black.  When molds are present in large quantities, they can cause allergic symptoms similar to those caused by plant pollen.

It is management’s goal to maintain the highest quality living environment for our residents.  Therefore, know that the Owner/Agent has inspected the premises prior to occupancy and knows of no damp or wet building materials and knows of no mold or mildew contamination.  Resident is hereby notified that mold, however, can grow if the premises are not properly maintained or ventilated.  If moisture is allowed to accumulate in the apartment unit, it can cause mold and mildew to grow.  It is important that Resident regularly allow air to circulate throughout the apartment.  It is also important that Resident keep the interior of the apartment unit clean and that they promptly notify the Owner/Agent of any leaks, moisture problems, and/or mold growth.

To prevent mold, moisture problems must be prevented and treated immediately.  Proper ventilation is essential in preventing mold growth.  The following are possible causes of indoor moisture problems:

(  Houseplants – watering can generate large amounts of moisture


(  Steam from cooking

(  Shower/Bath steam leaks

Resident agrees to use exhaust fans whenever cooking, dishwashing, or cleaning.

Resident agrees to keep fresh air circulating when drying wet clothes indoors.

9.
Resident agrees to use all reasonable care to close all windows and other openings in the premises to prevent outdoor water from penetrating into the interior apartment unit.

Resident agrees to clean and dry any visible moisture on windows, walls, and other surfaces, including personal property, as soon as reasonably possible.  (Note:  Mold can grow on damp surfaces within 24 to 48 hours.)

· Bed Bug Appearance: Bed bugs have six legs. Adult bed bugs have flat bodies about ¼ of an inch in length. Their color can vary from red and brown to copper colored. Young bed bugs are very small. Their bodies are about 1/16 of an inch in length. They have almost no color. When a bed bug feeds, its body wells, may lengthen, and becomes bright red, sometimes making it appear to be a different insect. Bed bugs do not fly. They can either crawl or be carried from place to place on objects, people, or animals. Bed bugs can be hard to find and identify because they are tiny and try to stay hidden. 
 
· Life Cycle and Reproduction: An average bed bug lives for about 10 months. Female bed bugs lay one to five eggs per day. Bed bugs grow to full adulthood in about 21 days. 
· Bed bugs can survive from months without feeding.
· Bed Bug Bites: Because bed bugs usually feed at night, most people are bitten in their sleep and do not realize they were bitten. A person’s reaction to insect bites is an immune response and so varies from person to person. Sometimes the red welts caused by the bites will not be notices until many days after a person was bitten, if at all. 
· Common signs and symptoms of a possible bed bug infestation:

· Small red to reddish brown fecal spots on mattresses, box springs, bed frames, linens, upholstery, or walls. 
· Molted bed bug skins, white, sticky eggs, or empty eggshells.
· Very heavily infested areas may have a characteristically sweet odor.
· Red, itchy bite marks, especially on the legs, arms, and other body parts exposed while sleeping. However, some people do not show bed bug lesions on their bodies even though bed bugs may have fed on them.

2. Prompt Reporting

· If you find or suspect a bed bug infestation, please notify Owner/Agent as soon as possible, and describe any signs of infestation, so that the problem can be addressed promptly. Please do not wait. Even a few bugs can rapidly multiply to create a major infestation that can spread from unit to unit. 
· Report any maintenance needs immediately. Bed bugs like cracks, crevices, holes, and others openings. Request that all openings be sealed to prevent the movement of bed bugs from room to room.

3. Prevention Recommendations

· Resident should check from hitch-hiking bedbugs. If you stay in hotel or another home, inspect your clothing, luggage, shoes, and belongings for signs of bed bugs before you enter your apartment. Check backpacks, shoes, and clothing after visits to friends or family, theaters, or after using public transportation. 
· Thoroughly clean after guests have departed. Immediately after your guests leave, seal bed linens in plastic bags, until they can be washed and dried on high heat. After your guests have departed, inspect beddings, mattresses and box springs, behind headboards, carpet edges and the undersides of sofa cushions for signs of bed bugs. 
· Resident should avoid using appliances, electronics, and furnishings that have not been thoroughly inspected for the presence of bedbugs. Make sure the electronics, appliance, or furniture company has established procedures for the inspection and identification of bed bugs or other pests. This process should include inspection of trucks used to transport appliances, electronics, or furniture. Never accept an item that shows signs of bed bugs. b. Residential Buildings which have been specifically designated as Non-Smoking Buildings. The building in which apartment #61 is located has been designated as Non-Smoking. Did you know that many homes built before 1978 have lead-based paint? Lead from paint, chips, and dust can pose serious health hazards.
Read this entire brochure to learn:
· How lead gets into the body
· How lead affects health
· What you can do to protect your family
· Where to go for more information
Before renting or buying a pre-1978 home or apartment, federal law requires:
· Sellers must disclose known information on lead-based paint or lead- based paint hazards before selling a house.
· Real estate sales contracts must include a specific warning statement about lead-based paint. Buyers have up to 10 days to check for lead.
· Landlords must disclose known information on lead-based paint or lead-based paint hazards before leases take effect. Leases must include a specific warning statement about lead-based paint.
If undertaking renovations, repairs, or painting (RRP) projects in your pre-1978 home or apartment:
· Read EPA’s pamphlet, The Lead-Safe Certified Guide to Renovate Right, to learn about the lead-safe work practices that contractors are required to follow when working in your home (see page 12

If you think your home has lead-based paint:
· Don’t try to remove lead-based paint yourself.
· Always keep painted surfaces in good condition to minimize deterioration.
· Get your home checked for lead hazards. Find a certified inspector or risk assessor at epa.gov/lead.
· Talk to your landlord about fixing surfaces with peeling or chipping paint.
· Regularly clean floors, window sills, and other surfaces.
· Take precautions to avoid exposure to lead dust when remodeling.
· When renovating, repairing, or painting, hire only EPA- or state- approved Lead-Safe certified renovation forms.
· Before buying, renting, or renovating your home, have it checked for lead-based paint.
· Consult your health care provider about testing your children for lead. Your pediatrician can check for lead with a simple blood test.
· Wash children’s hands, bottles, pacifiers, and toys often.
· Make sure children eat healthy, low-fat foods high in iron, calcium, and vitamin C.
· Remove shoes or wipe soil of shoes before entering your house.
Adults and children can get lead into their bodies if they:
· Breathe in lead dust (especially during activities such as renovations, repairs, or painting that disturb painted surfaces).
· Swallow lead dust that has settled on food, food preparation surfaces, and other places.
· Eat paint chips or soil that contains lead.
Lead is especially dangerous to children under the age of 6.
· At this age, children’s brains and nervous systems are more sensitive to the damaging effects of lead.
· Children’s growing bodies absorb more lead.
· Babies and young children often put their hands
and other objects in their mouths. These objects can have lead dust on them.
Women of childbearing age should know that lead is dangerous to a developing fetus.
· Women with a high lead level in their system before or during pregnancy risk exposing the fetus to lead through the placenta during fetal development.
Lead affects the body in many ways. It is important to know that even exposure to low levels of lead can severely harm children.
In children, exposure to lead can cause:
Brain Nerve Damage
· Nervous system and kidney damage
· Learning disabilities, attention-deficit disorder, and decreased intelligence
· Speech, language, and behavior problems
· Poor muscle coordination
· Decreased muscle and bone growth
· Hearing damage
While low-lead exposure is most common, exposure to high amounts of lead can have devastating effects on children, including  slowed growth, digestive problems, reproductive problems (Adults), seizures, unconsciousness, and in some cases, death.
Although children are especially susceptible to lead exposure, lead can be dangerous for adults, too.
In adults, exposure to lead can cause:
· Harm to a developing fetus
· Increased chance of high blood pressure during pregnancy
· Fertility problems (in men and women)
· High blood pressure
· Digestive problems
· Nerve disorders
· Memory and concentration problems
· Hearing Problems

Checking your Family for Lead

Get your children and home tested if you think your home has lead.
Children’s blood lead levels tend to increase rapidly from 6 to 12 months of age, and tend to peak at 18 to 24 months of age.
Consult your doctor for advice on testing your children. A simple blood test can detect lead. Blood lead tests are usually recommended for:
· Children at ages 1 and 2
· Children or other family members who have been exposed to high levels of lead
· Children who should be tested under your state or local health screening plan
Your doctor can explain what the test results mean and if more testing will be needed.
Where lead based paint is found
In general, the older your home or childcare facility, the more likely it has lead-based paint.1
Many homes, including private, federally-assisted, federally- owned housing, and childcare facilities built before 1978 have lead-based paint. In 1978, the federal government banned consumer uses of lead-containing paint.2
Learn how to determine if paint is lead-based paint on page 7.
Lead can be found:
· In homes and childcare facilities in the city, country, or suburbs,
· In private and public single-family homes and apartments,
· On surfaces inside and outside of the house, and
· In soil around a home. (Soil can pick up lead from exterior paint or other sources, such as past use of leaded gas in cars.)
Learn more about where lead is found at epa.gov/lead.

1 “Lead-based paint” is currently defined by the federal government as paint with lead levels greater than or equal to 1.0 milligram per square centimeter (mg/cm2), or more than 0.5% by weight.
2 “Lead-containing paint” is currently defined by the federal government as lead in new dried paint in excess of 90 parts per million (ppm) by weight.

Identified lead based paint and lead based paint hazards 
Deteriorated lead-based paint (peeling, chipping, chalking, cracking, or damaged paint) is a hazard and needs immediate attention. Lead-based paint may also be a hazard when found on surfaces that children can chew or that get a lot of wear and tear, such as:
· On windows and window sills
· Doors and door frames
· Stairs, railings, banisters, and porches
Lead-based paint is usually not a hazard if it is in good condition
and if it is not on an impact or friction surface like a window.
· Lead dust can form when lead-based paint is scraped, sanded, or heated. Lead dust also forms when painted surfaces containing lead bump or rub together. Lead paint chips and dust can get on surfaces and objects that people touch. Settled lead dust can reenter the air when the home is vacuumed or swept, or when people walk through it. EPA currently defines the following levels of lead in dust as hazardous:
· 10 micrograms per square foot (μg/ft2) and higher for foors, including carpeted floors
· 100 μg/ft2 and higher for interior window sills
Lead in soil can be a hazard when children play in bare soil or when people bring soil into the house on their shoes. EPA currently defines the following levels of lead in soil as hazardous:
· 400 parts per million (ppm) and higher in play areas of bare soil
· 1,200 ppm (average) and higher in bare soil in the remainder

Remember, lead from paint chips—which you can see—and lead dust—which you may not be able to see—both can be hazards.
The only way to find out if paint, dust, or soil lead hazards exist is to test for them. The next page describes how to do this.
You can get your home tested for lead in several different ways:
· A lead-based paint inspection tells you if your home has lead- based paint and where it is located. It won’t tell you whether your home currently has lead hazards. A trained and certified testing professional, called a lead-based paint inspector, will conduct a paint inspection using methods, such as:
· Portable x-ray fluorescence (XRF) machine
· Lab tests of paint samples
· A risk assessment tells you if your home currently has any lead hazards from lead in paint, dust, or soil. It also tells you what actions to take to address any hazards. A trained and certified testing professional, called a risk assessor, will:
· Sample paint that is deteriorated on doors, windows, foors, stairs, and walls
· Sample dust near painted surfaces and sample bare soil in the yard
· Get lab tests of paint, dust, and soil samples
· A combination inspection and risk assessment tells you if your home has any lead-based paint and if your home has any lead hazards, and where both are located.
Be sure to read the report provided to you after your inspection or risk assessment is completed, and ask questions about anything you do not understand.

In preparing for renovation, repair, or painting work in a pre-1978 home, Lead-Safe Certified renovators (see page 12) may:
· Take paint chip samples to determine if lead-based paint is present in the area planned for renovation and send them to an EPA-recognized lead lab for analysis. In housing receiving federal assistance, the person collecting these samples must be a certified lead-based paint inspector or risk assessor
· Use EPA-recognized tests kits to determine if lead-based paint is absent (but not in housing receiving federal assistance)
· Presume that lead-based paint is present and use lead-safe work practices

If you suspect that your house has lead-based paint hazards, you can take some immediate steps to reduce your family’s risk:
· If you rent, notify your landlord of peeling or chipping paint.
· Keep painted surfaces clean and free of dust. Clean floors, window frames, window sills, and other surfaces weekly. Use a mop or sponge with warm water and a general all-purpose cleaner. (Remember: never mix ammonia and bleach products together because they can form a dangerous gas.)
· Carefully clean up paint chips immediately without creating dust.
· Thoroughly rinse sponges and mop heads often during cleaning of dirty or dusty areas, and again afterward.
· Wash your hands and your children’s hands often, especially before they eat and before nap time and bed time.
· Keep play areas clean. Wash bottles, pacifiers, toys, and stuffed animals regularly.
· Keep children from chewing window sills or other painted surfaces, or eating soil.
· When renovating, repairing, or painting, hire only EPA- or state- approved Lead-Safe Certified renovation forms (see page 12).
· Clean or remove shoes before entering your home to avoid tracking in lead from soil.
· Make sure children eat nutritious, low-fat meals high in iron, and calcium, such as spinach and dairy products. Children with good diets absorb less lead.
Disturbing lead-based paint or removing lead improperly can increase the hazard to your family by spreading even more lead dust around the house.
· In addition to day-to-day cleaning and good nutrition, you can temporarily reduce lead-based paint hazards by taking actions, such as repairing damaged painted surfaces and planting grass to cover lead- contaminated soil. These actions are
not permanent solutions and will need ongoing attention.
· You can minimize exposure to lead
when renovating, repairing, or painting by hiring an EPA- or state- certified renovator who is trained in the use of lead-safe work practices. If you are a do-it-yourselfer, learn how to use lead–safe work practices in your home.
· To remove lead hazards permanently, you should hire a certified lead abatement contractor. Abatement (or permanent hazard elimination) methods include removing, sealing, or enclosing lead-based paint with special materials. Just painting over the hazard with regular paint is not permanent control.
Always use a certified contractor who is trained to address lead hazards safely.
· Hire a Lead-Safe Certified form (see page 12) to perform renovation, repair, or painting (RRP) projects that disturb painted surfaces.
· To correct lead hazards permanently, hire a certified lead abatement contractor. This will ensure your contractor knows how to work safely and has the proper equipment to clean up thoroughly.
Certified contractors will employ qualified workers and follow strict safety rules as set by their state or by the federal government.
If your home has had lead abatement work done or if the housing is receiving federal assistance, once the work is completed, dust cleanup activities must be conducted until clearance testing indicates that lead dust levels are below the following levels:
· 10 micrograms per square foot (μg/ft2) for floors, including carpeted floors
· 100 μg/ft2 for interior windows sills
· 400 μg/ft2 for window troughs
Abatements are designed to permanently eliminate lead-based paint hazards. However, lead dust can be reintroduced into an abated area.
· Use a HEPA vacuum on all furniture and other items returned to the area, to reduce the potential for reintroducing lead dust.
· Regularly clean floors, window sills, troughs, and other hard surfaces with a damp cloth or sponge and a general all-purpose cleaner.
Please see page 9 for more information on steps you can take to protect your home after the abatement. For help in locating certified lead abatement professionals in your area, call your state or local agency (see pages 15 and 16), epa.gov/lead, or call 1-800-424-LEAD.
If you hire a contractor to conduct renovation, repair, or painting (RRP) projects in your pre-1978 home or childcare facility (such as pre-school and kindergarten), your contractor must:
· Be a Lead-Safe Certified form approved by EPA or an EPA-authorized state program
· Use qualified trained individuals (Lead-Safe Certified renovators) who follow specific lead-safe work practices to prevent lead contamination
· Provide a copy of EPA’s lead hazard information document, The Lead-Safe Certified Guide to Renovate Right
RRP contractors working in pre-1978 homes and childcare facilities must follow lead-safe work practices that:
· Contain the work area. The area must be contained so that dust and debris do not escape from the work area. Warning signs must be put up, and plastic or other impermeable material and tape must be used.
· Avoid renovation methods that generate large amounts of lead-contaminated dust. Some methods generate so much lead- contaminated dust that their use is prohibited. They are:
· Open-fame burning or torching
· Sanding, grinding, planning, needle gunning, or blasting with power tools and equipment not equipped with a shroud and HEPA vacuum attachment
· Using a heat gun at temperatures greater than 1100°F
· Clean up thoroughly. The work area should be cleaned up daily. When all the work is done, the area must be cleaned up using special cleaning methods.
· Dispose of waste properly. Collect and seal waste in a heavy duty bag or sheeting. When transported, ensure that waste is contained to prevent release of dust and debris.

Lead in Drinking Water
The most common sources of lead in drinking water are lead pipes, faucets, and fixtures.
Lead pipes are more likely to be found in older cities and homes built before 1986.
You can’t smell or taste lead in drinking water.
To fnd out for certain if you have lead in drinking water, have your water tested.
Remember older homes with a private well can also have plumbing materials that contain lead.
Important Steps You Can Take to Reduce Lead in Drinking Water
· Use only cold water for drinking, cooking and making baby formula. Remember, boiling water does not remove lead from water.
· Before drinking, flush your home’s pipes by running the tap, taking a shower, doing laundry, or doing a load of dishes.
· Regularly clean your faucet’s screen (also known as an aerator).
· If you use a filter certified to remove lead, don’t forget to read the directions to learn when to change the cartridge. Using a filter after it has expired can make it less effective at removing lead.
Contact your water company to determine if the pipe that connects your home to the water main (called a service line) is made from lead. Your area’s water company can also provide information about the lead levels in your system’s drinking water.
For more information about lead in drinking water, please contact EPA’s Safe Drinking Water Hotline at 1-800-426-4791. If you have other questions about lead poisoning prevention, call 1-800 424-LEAD.*
Call your local health department or water company to find out about testing your water, or visit epa.gov/safewater for EPA’s lead in drinking water information. Some states or utilities offer programs to pay for water testing for residents. Contact your state or local water company to learn more. Hearing- or speech-challenged individuals may access this number through TTY by calling the Federal Relay Service at 1-800-877-8339.
· Lead smelters or other industries that release lead into the air.
· Your job. If you work with lead, you could bring it home on your body or clothes. Shower and change clothes before coming home. Launder your work clothes separately from the rest of your family’s clothes.
· Hobbies that use lead, such as making pottery or stained glass, or refnishing furniture. Call your local health department for information about hobbies that may use lead.
· Old toys and furniture may have been painted with lead-containing paint. Older toys and other children’s products may have parts that contain lead.4
· Food and liquids cooked or stored in lead crystal or lead-glazed pottery or porcelain may contain lead.
· Folk remedies, such as “greta” and “azarcon,” used to treat an upset stomach.
In 1978, the federal government banned toys, other children’s products, and furniture with lead-containing paint. In 2008, the federal government banned lead in most children’s products. The federal government currently bans lead in excess of 100 ppm by weight in most children’s products.

· Children under 6 years old are most at risk for lead poisoning in your home.
· Lead exposure can harm young children and babies even before they are born.
· Homes, schools, and child care facilities built before 1978 are likely to contain lead-based paint.
· Even children who seem healthy may have dangerous levels of lead in their bodies.
· Disturbing surfaces with lead-based paint or removing lead-based paint improperly can increase the danger to your family.
· People can get lead into their bodies by breathing or swallowing lead dust, or by eating soil or paint chips containing lead.
· People have many options for reducing lead hazards. Generally, lead-based paint that is in good condition is not a hazard (see page 10).
